Special Note (2): only part of INDOT parcel 37 is included as a part of this survey the part from the Section line on
the west to the Right—of—way line of the Georgetown Road bridge over 1-65 on the east side of the parcel.

Due to an apparent scrivener's error The INDOT Parcel description for Provisional INDOT Parcel 31 was rotated 180
degrees. Unsure as to why this was done on said Parcel 31 but INDOT Provisional Parcel 37 was not rotated. The two
Provisional Parcels were used by INDOT to redlign Little Eagle Creek drainageway and subsequentially sold off.

The Survey was based upon the section corner information provided by the Marion County Surveyor's Office. The INDOT
plans used were dated in 1961. The land by the new description appears to be land left over from a larger parcel less
several selloffs. This description is a remnant parcel tract and the adjoiners were given there full due and this survey
shows the remainder of the parent tract after all the sell-offs and takings.

The FEMA Flood Lines and the Air Photo were imported from GIS using State Plane Coordinate values. Estimated
uncertainty is plus or minus 1.0 feet.

The mcc.m%ﬁ property abuts, without gaps gores or strips, and has vehicular and pedestrian ingress to and egress from
West 52" Street and Georgetown Road (Via an access easement) if allowed by the local, city or state agencies, which
are completed, dedicated and accepted public rights of way. Note no Access to 165 is allowed because =65 is o
limited access right—of—way (LARW) along the entire South Boundary.

Unless discussed above, there are no discrepancies between the record land descriptions of the subject real estate and
the adjoiners. A title company and/or legal counsel should be consulted regarding any deed overlap and deed gap areas
if shown on this survey. Similarly, the lines of the subject real estate are contiguous with the adjoiners’ lines if no gap
or overlaps are noted.

D. The Relative Positional Precision of the Measurements:

The relative positional accuracy (due to random errors in measurement) of the corners of the subject tract established
on this survey is within the specifications for an Urban Survey (0.07 feet plus 50 ppm), as defined in 865 IAC 1-12-7.
E. Positional Uncertainty:

As a result of the above observations, it is my opinion that the uncertainties in the location of the lines and corners
established on this survey are as follows:

Due to Variances in reference monuments: As much as 1.0 feet North—South, 1.0 East—West

Due to Discrepancies in record descriptions: As much as 1.8 feet North—South, 1.8 feet East—West

EQUAL to the differences shown between the property line
evidence found and the property lines established by this
survey.

Due to Inconsistencies in lines of occupation:
